You have the opportunity to honor or memorialize an MIA and/or a Veteran in the Perry MIA Memorial. 
This Memorial is being built to honor and raise awareness to the sacrifice of the brave young men and 
women who lost their lives and remain on the battlefield where they fell. Please consider memorializing an 
MIA of your choosing - contact Tom Anderson (cell: 330-352-5378, tom11tom22@roadrunner.com) to 
discuss your options. As a keepsake for memorializing an MIA, you will receive a set of “dog tags” 
embossed with the MIA’s information. The following items are available to express your gratitude for the 
service and sacrifice of MIAs and Veterans. All red bricks will be installed inside the MIA circle and gray 
bricks on the walkway outside the circle. 

 $150 donation: 4”x8” laser-etched brick paver with up to 4 lines of 20 characters. Red bricks will be 
used to memorialize MIAs. Gray bricks are available to honor or memorialize Veterans.  

 $250 donation: 8”x8” laser-etched brick paver with up to 6 lines of 20 characters. Red bricks are 
available to memorialize an MIA with up to 6 lines of text OR inscribed with 3 lines of text to 
Memorialize an MIA and 3 lines for the Donor (or to memorialize or honor a Veteran of the Donor’s 
choice). Gray bricks can be inscribed with up to 6 lines to honor or memorialize one or more 
Veterans. An additional fee will apply for up to 2 extra lines of text, and/or an emblem, medal or 
other non-text inscription. 

 $750 donation: 8”x16” long engraved black-granite marker with 8 lines of text. Those that 
memorialize MIAs will be installed among the red paver bricks inside the MIA circle. All others will 
be installed in the walkways. An additional fee will apply for non-text engravings. 

 Veteran paver bricks (4”x8”, 8”x8” paver bricks and 8”x16” black granite marker) installed at the 
Ohio Veterans Memorial in Clinton, Ohio are shown below and at the bottom of the last page. With 
the exception of the brick colors, our MIA Memorial pavers will be similar.
